There will also be an award
given for Most Photogenic.

. Junior Miss Pageant Contestants must be between the ages of 8 and 11. The Junior Miss
Monongalia County Fair Pageant is open for Preston, Marion, Wetzel, Taylor, and
Monongalia Counties Only.

. There will be a mandatory Orientation for the Junior Miss Contestants Wednesday July
20" at 6:30 pm, Ali Baba Restaurant (Morgantown Airport, Banquet Room)

Dominion Post will need to take a picture of the contestants for the program booklet.
This date will be given out at Orientation.

Personal Interviews will be at Ali Baba Restaurant on August 6", 2011 at 3pm.
Contestants will need to be dressed and ready for interviews at 2:45. Interviews will
start at 3. No changing at Airport bathroom, you must come ready. You can go to
bathroom and freshen up.

Parade and Practice...
e Practice- Monday August 8" Hazel Ruby Building 11-1, bring snacks, water, etc.
may not last that long but, Practice is needed



e Practice- Wednesday August 10™" , Hazel Ruby building 9-?, bring snacks, water,
etc. Bring your outfits, and shoes you will be modeling in, set up area for
dressing that night. You may bring mirrors, whatever you need for getting ready.

e PARADE — Monday August 8", you must get your own vehicle. Ask dealerships
they will drive you, etc. Line-Up is 6:30 pm Top of High Street, Junior Miss
Contestants usually line up next to Nick Canteen. Will get you a map before
parade night. Your car and you must be there at 6:30. Parade starts down high
street at 7:30.

Night of Pageant — Contestants must be at the fairgrounds by 5:30 pm. Pageant is at 7
pm.

Signs for parade will need made for each contestant. Be creative, must have name of
contestant and you may put your sponsor on the poster for recognition.

Junior Miss Contract Guidelines

Contestants must be a citizen of the USA and a legal resident of West Virginia and
Monongalia County.

Contestants must be single, have not had a marriage annulled or have ever bore a child.
Contestants must agree to remain single during the year of her reign, as well as not
become pregnant. If either of these circumstances occurs, the winner will relinquish her
crown.

Contestant must certify that they are of good moral. Failure to do so may result in her
forfeit of her title and in such case the 1% runner up will succeed. Any complaints of
guestionable character would result with calling the Monongalia county fair board to a
meeting and voting on a decision of said poor conduct.

If Chosen as Monongalia County Junior Miss, contestant must forfeit any other title she
may hold. The Junior Miss should consult the pageant director before entering another
pageant.

Contestants have not made any legal obligations that would prevent or limit her
participation as a contestant.

When chosen, “Junior Miss Monongalia County Fair” , she must participate in

all activities of the fair as deemed necessary by the Fair Board or Pageant

Director. Part of the responsibility of the Junior Miss is to have an active part in

all week activities and the crowning of her successor the following year.

Attending other parades, festivals and pageants is encouraged by the fair board and
director. Should the Junior Miss wish to participate in local area parades, she will be
responsible for all arrangements involved with doing so. The Pageant Director will get a
list of parades, etc for the Junior Miss.

Dress Code for Junior Miss needs to be age appropriate attire and tasteful. You are
representing the Monongalia County Fair and inappropriate dress won’t be tolerated.



10. Facebook/Myspace — If chosen Junior Miss, you must accept me as a friend on your
facebook account. If any inappropriate behavior, pictures, etc. are posted this may
result in forfeit of your reign.

If  am chosen as Junior Miss Monongalia county Fair, | hereby promise to uphold my title as stated in
the rules and regulations. If | do not uphold my title, | agree to turn my title and winnings over to the
first runner-up. The first runner-up will then take over my duties and honors as Junior Miss Monongalia
County Fair from that point.
